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Experiences or solutions in Gerbera cultivation, for example, with the following:

1)Reuse of the substrate?
Yes partially incorporated into compost and the rest is incorporated into brick.

2)Do they clean the material?
No.

3)What sugar comes back in the drain water (they reuse the water)?
Something in the form of some brown water, just gets reused.

4)What do they do with the waste after harvest, who picks it up and is it reusable or recyclable?
Is collected, processed & reused in the brick industry.

6)If the rooms are kept clean by Ozone. What does this do to the sugar compound?
Nothing. You only have damage when steaming, such as to the slabs (Ecose only).

7)Is the sugar compound an attractant of diseases and pests?
This is not plausible, since it is only about 2-3% of the volume of the material, and from that in turn a few percent of the plant binder.

8)What could be the advantages over Acretio, peat or other substrates?                 
Ecose rockwool is not excavated, can be reused & is chemically inert (organic materials are not).

9)Is there a Co2 difference?   
When producing organic binders, the CO2 balance is neutral.

10)Is there a possibility of making smaller substrate cubes?
Not with current material & machinery.

11)Is mining Basalt harmful to the earth and does Basalt get depleted (run out)?
More Basalt is created than mined. The current minerals come from old volcanic mines, no new basalt comes here from lava (so this is simply excavated).

12)Advantages of Earthwool/Ecose over yellow rockwool include:
* Completely natural: 97% basalt and 3% plant binder
* Better growth performance
* Easier rooting
* Healthier plants and less chance of algae, diseases and pests.
* Less skin irritation
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
